The Testimony of Brent Ristau 

Many people say, hind sight is 20/20.   I can especially recognize Godôs hand 
upon my life leading up to my spiritual adoption in this way.  Several times, as 
a child, God drew me in, as a cook draws in the essence of a savory work for 
a deep breath of examination.  Although God needed no further examination 
of me, I however needed much self-examination by the grace of the Holy 
Spirit.  A few summers at Bible Camp, a random youth group invitation, a 
close-call accident all helped to shape what would one day be my glorious fall 
into the redeeming arms of Christ.   

Autumn of 2000, Godôs Spirit revealed the years of tilling the spirit within me.  
I was thirsty, ñas a deer pants for the water brooks, so my soul pants for you, 
O God.ò (Ps. 42:1). Desperately did I want to know why I was put on Earth, 
what it was that I was going to stand on as a foundation, and who it was that I 
was serving.  By the Holy Spiritôs leading I attended a church, and was 
quickly found out by the Believers on campus.  They invited me to a church 
where I hung on every word that the Pastor had to say.  All he shared, I 
wanted to positively accept, and just knew had to be true.  But I didnôt fully 
understand it all.   

Once I understood that Jesus came for everyone, not just the outcasts as 
defined by the World, and I had a friend lend me the opportunity to hear the 
Gospel News of Jesus Christ in a dialogue fashion.  I then knew all I needed 
to know.  That same night as I eagerly made my way back home with heavy 
thoughts, I excitedly fell to my knees in the privacy of my room and prayed 
ñJesus Iôll follow you anywhere.  Take me, I am yours.ò
